Many of our clients regularly collect
greater than 90% of their receivables within 60—t0-90 days by using our reports.

We also naturally output report data to Excel (CSV) format. If data mining is your need,
we are ODBC compliant and allow you to query PARADIGM’s data fields.

Claim Scrubbing

Submitting unclean claims wastes time and money. PARADIGM performs many levels of
edits, both during data entry and during the claim checking process prior to building a
paper or electronic claim file. A user can also perform an on-demand scrub of a claim
prior to releasing it for billing.

When you enter data into PARADIGM, it checks data such as the global date (Is this a
post-operative procedure that can not be billed separately? If this is a hospital visit, have
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you entered the date of hospital admission? Does a procedure require a referral or a
facility? Is the ‘from’ date greater than the ‘to’ date?)

It will also check that a procedure is valid given this patient's gender. Many fields in
PARADIGM are also set up so you can only enter certain allowed values, these
restrictions being another form of editing.

The next level of editing is done within the claim-generation program. First, the program
checks the Claims Error Information System for errors logged by other programs. If you
sent a claim to Blue Shield and Blue Shield sent back an error for an invalid policy ID, the
program would not allow you to send this claim again until that error is addressed. The
program also does extensive module-specific editing on required fields: it will not let you
send a claim that is missing the subscriber's DOB, or last name, or policy ID, or address
for example.

And, any errors can either be fixed immediately to get those claims out the door, or the
errors can be logged to address later. Regardless, all clean claims are printed or sent.

Claims Error Information

PARADIGM’'s Claim Error Information System  performs many valuable and time-
saving functions to help you automatically file clean claims and repair denials.

Our CEl is a vital component in our electronic claim process. As claims are batched in
PARADIGM prior to submission, the CEI checks for and identifies problems that would
cause the claim to be rejected or denied. Using the CEI’s interactive system, you easily
and quickly repair the problems and then submit the batch.

Many competitors tout their fee-based claims repair service that allows you to see and
repair claims errors online. PARADIGM'’s CEl is superior to these services for three
important reasons:

1. PARADIGM's CEI checks for errors before the claim batch is sent. The others’
systems require you to transmit the batch and then wait until they have posted
the errors online before you can repair them. This simply delays the
processing of your claims and receipt of your payments.

2. When using the competitor’s online service, if you are to correct the data that
caused the error in your practice management system, you must go back into
your system and correct the information there again. This doubles your work.

3. With PARADIGM's CEl, not only does the interactive manager take you exactly
to the field that requires attention and tell you what the problem is, it also saves
the corrected data in PARADIGM at the same time ! Each time you process
claims, the CEI continually helps improve your system to the point that error-
causing data is reduced to a minimum.
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Our CEl is included as part of the PARADIGM practice management system, making
PARADIGM an even more terrific value.

Line Item Posting

Filing secondary claims on paper is a thing of the past with line item posting. PARADIGM
allows you to disburse payment, adjustment and coordination of benefit information on a
charge by charge basis. Integrated with Insurance Contract Management, the payment
and adjustment amounts are calculated for you making it more of a review process. With
this EOB information attached to your encounters, secondary claims can be sent
electronically. This line item data also allows you to monitor contracts for compliance. All
this is easily done from our billing screen.

If you receive remits electronically using one of our EMC modules, this posting is all done
for you automatically. Talk about improving productivity!

Insurance Contract Management

PARADIGM's Contract Management features provide you with consolidated management
of multiple insurance plans that are under a common contract. Instead of managing each
insurance plan individually, which requires a lot of work, our Contract Management
system applies the contract conditions to each plan under its authority. This makes
managing plans quick and convenient.

Store allowed amounts in the contract details and monitor whether insurance companies
are paying their contracted amounts for charges. The Contract Management system lets
the data work for you.
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Referral Management

Managing Referrals and authorizations from gatekeepers could not be easier than with
PARADIGM's referral form.

Claims Tracking

The PARADIGM system streamlines the billing operation. With our single screen
concept, you have the ability to post charges, payments, adjustments, as well as
messages and notes to an encounter. From this one screen, you may find an account
by patient, policy, guarantor, or appointment information. You can display account
summaries either by patient or guarantor, and even search within an account for specific
transactions, such as a check number.

Because all review and posting is done from one place, it greatly speeds up the process
and makes learning the system much easier.

By simply hovering over an area, additional information such as extended patient
information, collection notes, and insurance policy information will display in a popup.
A simple click will pull the appropriate information up and have it at your finger tips for
quick editing.
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Collections

PARADIGM contains a Collections program as an additional tool to help you work slow-paying
accounts before you decide to write them off and turn them over to a collection agency.

By setting aging and balance levels, you control which accounts are automatically put into the
Collections phase, allowing you to manage them apart from normal accounts.

You control how many Collection letters a patient should receive before their charges are written
off, how often the letters are sent (either 30 or 45 day frequency) and what the letters say with

each subsequent mailing.

You also have the capability of creating Payment Agreements
for those patients who agree to pay their collection balance in
specific, monthly amounts. If they miss a payment or pay less
than the agreed-upon amount, they will appear on the Payment
Exception report.

When sent through our in-house statement service, the
Collection letters are printed with red-highlighted forms so they
are more noticeable and effective. The letter includes the
Collection form, return envelope, mailing envelope, printing and
postage. Your letters will be address corrected and pre-sorted
before being delivered to the post office to speed delivery.

Included as part of the base PARADIGM system, this
Collections program helps you bring in the payments owed to
you by simply following a few easy steps. Let

Statements

We also offer Electronic Statement Services. This allows your
practice to rid itself of the labor intensive task of printing,
stuffing and mailing statements. With our services, you can
elect to send statements more frequently to spread out your
cash flow over the month. We also provide printing and
mailing services for collection letters generated by the
PARADIGM application. You can send both Statements and
Collections Letters quickly and securely to QRS via a Virtual
Private Network over the Internet. If we receive your
statements before 1PM, they will be mailed the same day.
This service includes: statement form, return envelope, mailing
envelope, printing and postage. Your statements will be
address corrected and pre-sorted before being delivered to the
post office to speed delivery.
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Refunds

PARADIGM contains a Refund program that lets you easily manage refunds and printing
checks. Simply inserting a special refund command on an encounter automatically sets a
check to be printed.

Once you have posted all the refunds that you intend to post for the month, you may run a
Proofing Register. This report will list all accounts (patients, guarantors and insurance
carriers) that will receive a check or checks, the complete address and the total amount of
all checks they will get in this batch. You may make any necessary changes before you
print the checks.

Once the checks have been printed, the program automatically posts comments to the
corresponding visits showing the check number, date, and a notation that the check was
sent.

Appointment Scheduling

The Appointment Scheduling in PARADIGM is second to none. You will be able to
quickly make, locate, cancel, copy or reschedule appointments for any resource in your
configuration. Resources can be providers, rooms, equipment, virtually anything you
need to schedule. You have the ability to view multiple resources for the same day as
well as move them around on the screen so you may view resources next to each other.
You may also a view a single resource for up to 99 days at a time.

Patient Flow instantly gives you a picture of
the day’s schedule. You will see patients that
Haven't Arrived Yet , [EREGKEaANRAl, In Care, and
Checked Out .

A separate
EMC module is required to file electronic claims to the appropriate intermediary.
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Electronic Work List

Sure PARADIGM has all the standard management reports that you would use to work
things such as delinquent accounts and insurance claims, but we have taken it to the next
level with Electronic Work Lists. These programs allow you to electronically work the
accounts, eliminating the need to enter in account or visit numbers from a list and mark
items off.

Interactive Work Lists are available for Lost Visits, Claims Tracking, Visit Tracking,
and Delinquent Guarantors . This is a module that no practice should be without.

Medicare Contract Fee Schedules

Using our Medicare Contract Fee Schedule Module, you can quickly create fee schedules
for your insurance contracts. This Module contains fee schedule history for the last 10
years. Most insurance contracts fee schedules are bases on a percentage of the
Medicare fee schedule. PARADIGM makes it easy for you to

manage your fee schedules with this module.
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Unique Specialties

Radiology

The Radiology Module is used to assist coders in entering radiological services. Using an
interface; patient, billing and report data is imported into the PARADIGM system. Your
coders, working from an electronic work list, will then be able to pull up and code each
claim on one screen while simultaneously viewing the providers report on a second
screen.

Anesthesia Billing

The Anesthesia Billing Module allows for entry of information used in anesthesia billing for
filing claims both on paper and in the ANSI 837 format. When the charge specifies that it
is an anesthesia charge, additional fields will allow you to enter in start and stop times,
and units will be automatically calculated.

Allergy Module

The Allergy Module is a collection of programs used in allergy practices. Itincludes a
shot-room program that quickly creates visits for patients who are having shots
administered as well as a serum program used for the tracking, mailing, and billing of
extract.

Ambulance Billing

The Ambulance Billing module allows for entry of information needed for filing ambulance
claims in the ANSI 837 format. The information needed is found at the claim level. When
a facility code is entered on the Encounter form with a POS (Place of Service code) of
ambulance, a pop up form will display and allow the required information to be entered.

Chiropractic Module

The Chiropractic Module allows for entry of information needed for filing chiropractic
claims in the ANSI 837 format. It also allows chiropractic practices to maintain additional
information such as the level of subluxation and the treatment period for the current series
of visits.

DME Module

To bill certain DME transactions, a Certificate of Medical Necessity (CMN) or a DME MAC
Information Form (DIF) must be submitted with the insurance claim. The DME Module
allows a user to capture and send that information electronically. A separate EMC
module is required to file the claims to the appropriate regional center.

After entering the CMN or DIF data for the initial claim, all subsequent visits will
automatically populate the form information from the most recent prior form’s information.
This allows the user to review the previously entered data and enter only revised data to
complete the form, speeding up the billing process, improving productivity, and expediting
reimbursements.
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HL7 - Interfaces

Connectivity is what sets PARADIGM and PROGRESSION apart from most systems.
We offer both import and export interfaces to connect your QRS system with
Laboratories, Hospitals, and Collection agencies; as well as in-house equipment such as
drug inventory control systems, lab machines etc...

This ability to interface greatly improves office productivity because you do not have to
duplicate work to get the same information into other systems. We have standard HL7
interfaces or can create a custom interface solution to meet your needs.

Some Of The More Common Interfaces

Hospital Demographic Import — Used by hospital based practices, (i.e. Emergency,
Radiology) for the import of patient demographic information.

Laboratory System Export — Used to export patient demographics to a third party
lab system such as Quest, or LabCorp.

Third Party EMR Export — Used to export patient, and/or scheduling to third party
EMR system.

Third Party EMR Billing Import — Used to import billing information from a third
party EMR system.

Lab Results Import — Used to import lab results into the PROGRESSION EMR.

ODBC - Connectivity

Open Database Connectivity (ODBC) provides a standard software APl method for
using database management systems (DBMS). The designers of ODBC aimed to make it
independent of programming languages, database systems, and operating systems. We
offer ODBC drivers for the Windows operating system for access to PARADIGM data.
With ODBC, you may use your familiar windows applications, such as Microsoft's Word,
Excel, Access, and Crystal Reports to query and report on information. These tools allow
you to answer those all important “what if?” questions as well as visualize data in
whichever format you need.
